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Aim / Objective:

To act as a deterrent to would be offenders
To deliver even and consistent caning strikes to
all offenders

Why the need?

The inventor witnessed the caning of six boys in
school. He felt angry and unfair when his friend,
being the first to be caned, received the hardest
strikes. This was due to the inconsistency of the
blows. The discipline master was tired by the
time he caned the last offenders, therefore his
strike 1s lighter in comparison. With this
invention, blows could be delivered consistently
at all times.

How does it work?

The offender has to bend and rest his chest on
a pillar, as does a motorcyclist. In this position
it is unlikely that the cane would land on the
spinal cord. A modified door-stay bracket is
used as a striking gadget. The cane strikes when
the catch to the spring is released. Two wheels
at the base of the machine enable it to be pulled
to different places. By using styrofoam padding
on the wooden pillar, the machine is lighter and
more visually pleasing.
